We live in a broken world; broken lives, relationships, systems; suffering, violence, poverty, pain, and death. 
Brokenness leads us to search for a way to make life work. People are hurting, and they need hope. 
 
 
God’s Design: God originally planned a world that worked perfectly with a purpose to worship Him and live with Him. 
- Genesis 1:31, Psalm 19:1 
 
Sin: We ignore God and insist on living our own way. We all sin, distorting God’s design, separating ourselves from God. 
- Romans 3:23, Romans 6:23 
 
Brokenness: We pursue different things to figure life out on our own, leading to realizing a need for something greater. 
- Romans 1:25, Proverbs 14:12 
 
Gospel: Jesus, in His love, paid the penalty of our sin by His death and resurrection, restoring our relationship with God. 
- John 3:16, Colossians 2:14, 1 Corinthians 15:3-4 
 
Repent & Believe: We must admit our sin and stop trusting in ourselves. We need to be rescued. We must trust in Jesus.  
- Mark 1:15, Ephesians 2:8-9, Romans 10:9 
 
Recover & Pursue: When God restores our relationship to Him, His Spirit empowers us. We begin to discover His purpose.
