QUALIFYING GEOGRAPHIC 
AREA OF RESIDENCE 

The student must live in Kershaw or 
Richland County, South Carolina. 

QUALIFYING EDUCATION 
LEVEL 

All incoming college freshmen or newly 
enrolled trade school students may be 
considered for this award. All applicants 
should have a high school diploma or a 
GED and provide reasonable assurance 
of anticipated acceptance. Previous year 
awardees may be considered for an 
additional award provided they meet the 
conditions listed in the RECURRING 
SCHOLARSHIPS section of the complete 
award criteria.
